
Interpreting PNST results for vegetable crops (adapted from UMass Extension) 

In general, for vegetable crops (except for sweet corn), if soil nitrate is 0-25 ppm, apply the full 

sidedress amount recommended in Table 1.  For sweet corn, apply the full amount for test 

results up to 30 ppm. 

If soil nitrate levels are 25-30 ppm, cut the sidedress rate in half for vegetables. Cut the rate in 

half for sweet corn if levels are 30-35 ppm.  

Above 30 ppm,(35 ppm for sweet corn) no additional N application is necessary, and may 

reduce yield. See the table below for recommendations on timing of sampling and making 

sidedressing applications of N based on PSNT for many vegetable crops.
